2 - BENEFIT AND USE OF PARTS
IN THE AVIDSEN HOME APPLICATION

With the Avidsen Home application, you can 
manage different kinds of smart devices (bulb, 
smart plug, camera) which can be linked to a 
specifi c room in your home, for creating scenarios 
or organising your devices in the application. To do 
this, it is necessary to create a “family.”

2.1 CREATING A FAMILY
